27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him, male 
and female he created them. 28 And God blessed them. And God said to them, “Be fruitful 
and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it and have dominion over the fish of the sea 
and over the birds of the heavens and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”

• What is the Intrinsic Kingship of Christ? 
 
Intrinsic Kingship refers to the power and right that belongs to Christ by virtue _______

o John 1:1-3 - In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All 
things were made through him, and without him was not any thing 
made that was made. 
 

o Philippians 2:5-7 - 5 Have this mind among yourselves, which is yours 
in Christ Jesus, 6 who, though he was in the form of God, did not count 
equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but made himself nothing, 
taking the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. 
 

o Hebrews 1:1-3a - Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God 
spoke to our fathers by the prophets, 2 but in these last days he has 
spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all things, 
through whom also he created the world. 3 He is the radiance of the 
glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the 
universe by the word of his power. 
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• What is the Mediatorial Kingship of Christ? 
 
Mediatorial Kingship refers to the power and right that belongs to Christ, by virtue of

o Philippians 2:8-11 - 8 And being found in human form, he humbled 
himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a 
cross. 9 Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the 
name that is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus every 
knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and 
every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the 
Father. 
 

o Matthew 28:18-20 - 18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority 
in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Go therefore and make 
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of 
the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I have 
commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the 
age.” 
 

o Ephesians 1:15-23 - For this reason, because I have heard of your faith 
in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all the saints, 16 I do not cease to 
give thanks for you, remembering you in my prayers, 17 that the God of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of 
wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of him, 18 having the eyes of 
your hearts enlightened, that you may know what is the hope to which 
he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance in the 
saints, 19 and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power toward 
us who believe, according to the working of his great might 20 that he 
worked in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him at 
his right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all rule and authority 
and power and dominion, and above every name that is named, not 
only in this age but also in the one to come. 22 And he put all things 
under his feet and gave him as head over all things to the church, 23 
which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.
